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Another year has gone by, and Sexual Trauma Services of the Midlands is doing better than 

ever.  Ginny Waller, our Executive Director, has continued her tireless efforts at expanding 
STSMõs programming, while maintaining the finances despite the floundering economy.  State 

and local government funding of charities in general may be declining, but our budget has gone 

up, helped along by an increase in private donations from 2% to 6%.  One of our many goals is 

to increase this number in the coming year. 

 

STSM began serving Sumter County in March 2011.  In the seven month period from March 1, 

2011 to October 1, 2011, STSM saw 26 clients from Sumter, 17 of which were 

accompaniments to the hospital.  STSMõs focus on Sumter in the next fiscal year includes 

training law enforcement, coordinating with hospitals, and recruiting volunteers to fill the 

service gaps. 

 

STSMõs educational efforts continue to expand.  This year, STSM retained a full time Prevention 

Education Coordinator to assist the Community Education Director, started the Good Touch/

Bad Touch program in local elementary schools, and increased trainings to service providers.  

USC Department of Psychology partnered with STSMõs Community Education Program to 

evaluate our Youth Violence Prevention Program, with early results indicating that students 

participating in the YVPP experienced significant increases in their knowledge of how to 

prevent sexual harassment, stalking, and sexual assault. With a highly-educated, passionate team 

combined with successful curriculum, STSM is one more year closer to achieving its ultimate 

vision of eliminating sexual violence in our community. 

 

At the same time, STSMõs public profile in the Midlands has increased dramatically.  Ginny and 

her staff routinely speak publicly and are sought out as the local experts in the field.  Year Two 

of òWalk a Mile in Her Shoesó was another booming success.  Our total attendance increased 

from 100 to 400 people!  If you were not there, you missed seeing Fifth Circuit Solicitor Dan 

Johnson, Columbia Police Chief Randy Scott, and Richland County Sheriff Leon Lott walking 

around in womenõs shoes. Next year representatives from Lexington law enforcement and 

possibly the Statehouse will join us ð you will not want to miss this fun, but important event! 

 

Finally, turnover has been minimal.  Ginny and her staff remain well-engaged in their tasks and 

goals, as well maintaining an office culture focused on self care.  The Board updated STSMõs 

strategic plan and continues its efforts to keep STSM on solid footing and focused on the tasks 

in front of it.  Together, we look forward to another happy, healthy, and successful year in 

2011-2012.

CRISIS INTERVENTION AND ADVOCACY PROGRAM  

The Crisis Intervention and Advocacy Team increased services in all 

areas this past year!  STSM provided 1,069 crisis interventions 

(hotline/hospital), 238 crisis counseling sessions with 138 

survivors, 2,984 follow up services, including advocacy, 

education, and emotional support, to 787 survivors, and legal and 

criminal justice advocacy to 130 survivors.   SASC facilitated the 

Sexual Assault Awareness Month (SAAM) Task force committee.

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COUNSELING PROGRAM  

 Through the dedicated work of the STSM Counseling Program the 

number of survivors who received therapeutic services was increased 

to 701 this year!   The number of group sessions also increased to 182, 

and we continue to have 9 group settings.  14 new group facilitators were 

trained.  The Group Services Coordinator served as the Chair of Lexington 

County SART and assisted in coordinating a Press Conference at 

Lexington Medical Center.   GSC also served on the Womens Advisory 

Council and attended the 30 th  Annual Conference for the Northeastern 

Society for Group Psychotherapy in Boston, MA. The Trauma Recovery 

and Empowerment Model (TREM) was also implemented as the evidence 

based practice for STSM support groups.  The Advocate Counselor served 

as the Richland County SART Vice -chair and received a scholarship to 

attend the Sixth National Sexual Assault Response Team Training 

Conference, which was attended by both AC and SASC. In addition, AC 

attended a training on ethical and competent clinical practice with GLBTQ 

clients, further improving services provided to this population.  The 

Director of Therapy and Outreach served as the Chair of the Newberry 

County SART and as agency representative to Richland County Domestic 

Violence Coordinating Council, Lexington County Health Partners 

Subcommittee, and Newberry County Community Meeting. The DTO 

facilitated the first Teen Support Group in Newberry County.  In addition, 

the DTO attended training on Trauma Focused CBT and Prolonged 

Exposure Therapy to enhance current evidence based best practice 

models offered in clinical services. The DTO provided 15 professional 

development trainings and 14 in -services to partnering agencies, 

organizations, and other human service providers to improve service 

delivery to survivors of sexual assault.

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COMMUNITY EDUCATION AND OUTREACH  

In 2010 -2011 the Community Education and Outreach Program 

partnered with 23 schools, 12 churches, 7 colleges/universities, 

and 42 other community organizations to reach a total of 

28,860 contacts in Richland, Lexington, Newberry, Sumter and 

other counties. The program was staffed by one CED and one 

CEA, with additional assistance by the DTO, the STSM staff, and 

several trained Speakers Bureau Volunteers. Of the 28,860 contacts 

that were made in the Midlands this year, STSM facilitated primary 

prevention programming, which is geared toward preventing a 

sexual assault from occurring in the first place, to 2,041 youth in 32 

orfdwlrqv1 Lq Dsulo/ VWVPɏv Hgxfdwlrq Surjudp sduwqhuhg zlwk 

Palmetto Health to expand the CEA position from part time to full 

time. This allowed us to reach 8 more schools/organizations and 

serve 330 more youth. STSM also partnered with two elementary 

schools to provide body -safety programming to 60 children in 

Kindergarten/First Grade. STSM Ωs Education Director presented at 

three state -wide conferences during the fiscal year. She also served 

dv wkh Fkdlu rq wkh vwdwhzlgh Frppxqlw| Hgxfdwruɏv Urxqgwdeoh/ 

which is comprised of all of the sexual violence prevention 

educators from the rape crisis centers across SC.

The Executive Directorõs Report 
Genevieve N. Waller  

STSMõs long term goals include helping survivors heal, changing negative and 

dismissive attitudes about sexual violence, and being recognized as experts in 

the field of sexual violence.  To achieve these goals, STSM focused on stability 

of programs and capacity-building in 2010-2011.   

The Healing Place: STSMõs licensed and trained clinical and crisis staff created 

tools to measure client retention and properly document client services.  In 

Sumter County, STSM developed relationships with the hospital and law 

enforcement and provided capacity for a Sexual Assault Nurse Examinerõs 

Program. STSM also focused on preventing staff burnout through the use of 

paid after-hours advocates, group therapy for staff, a quarterly staff team 

building outing, and the trauma stewardship book club.        

Advocacy, Awareness, Prevention: Walk a Mile in Her Shoes continues to be the 

Talk of the Town and an excellent fundraiser for STSM.  The new full-time 

Prevention Education Coordinator, a new sexual abuse prevention curriculum 

for elementary schools, and trainings for medical personnel, law enforcement, 

and clinicians assisted us in providing age-appropriate awareness and education 

for all age groups.   

On the Horizon: STSM will add further strength to the capacity of the agency in 

2011-2012 with two full-time, staff positions ð the Bilingual Victim Advocate 

and the Development Coordinator.  STSM will continue to break barriers in 

the underserved communities with the development of a Spanish-language 

DVD explaining our Latin@ survivor services and release of a culturally-

appropriate Spanish website.  STSM will improve survivor services through 

introduction of alternative healing modalities, including animal-assisted therapy 

and art therapy, and creation of evidence-based crisis intervention techniques.  

And STSM, in partnership with the criminal and judicial systems of Lexington 

County, will provide trainings on elder abuse to service providers.   

STSM is one of the most dynamic and cutting-edge nonprofit organizations in 

the South with a true focus on its vision of helping survivors heal and 

eliminating sexual violence in our community.
